Standards Overview

This supplemental resource can be utilized to provide additional guidance regarding the VEYM Minimum Standards and
Curriculum for Nganh Nghia Si across the three levels. It explains the purpose behind what we teach and provides a clear
vision for student outcomes once they have completed Nganh Nghia Si, as many of the lessons build upon each other to
develop a deeper understanding of specific topics related to Nganh Nghia Si.

Purpose of Nganh Nghia Si

Nganh Nghia Si is a time of deepening their faith and committing to live it out. They are no longer just receiving lessons but they are
being challenged to act as true disciples of Christ, grounded in Scripture and nourished by the Eucharist. Nghia Siis about
responsibility, maturity, and leadership. They are called to be strong Catholics who not only stand firm in their beliefs but also support
and lead others in their faith journey. This stage is also a preparation for the vocation of becoming a Huynh Trudng, not just wearing a
different khan, but leading by example in prayer, in service, and in the way they live out their Catholic identity.

Objective Overview

Thanh Kinh - Bible

As Nghia Si, they are invited to form a personal friendship with God through His Word. Read and reflect on
Scripture regularly. Allow God’s Word to shape their choices, words, and relationships. Share the Gospel by their
witness and actions. The Bible is not just a book of stories but instead, it becomes their guide for living faithfully
and courageously as a young Catholic disciple.

Phong Trao - VEYM

Nghia Si belongs to the larger family of VEYM (TNTT). VEYM’s mission is to form young people into excellent
Christians and to build society rooted in the Gospel. As Nghia Si, they take on more responsibility in the Doan by
helping younger members, leading small tasks, and preparing to discern the call of becoming a Huynh Truéng.
Understanding VEYM’s mission helps them see that they are part of something greater than themselves, a
movement that unites faith, service, and community.

Specialty Training

Nghia Si also learn practical skills for service and leadership. Through activities like building camp structures,
tying knots, and leading prayers and songs, they are trained to be responsible, collaborative, and mission-
oriented. Nghia Si are not just students but they are leaders in training, being equipped to serve their team, their
Poan, and the Church with confidence and joy.

As Nghia Si, their faith is no longer just learned but it is lived. At the center is the Eucharist, where Jesus is truly
present, He invites them to encounter Him in Mass, Adoration, and the Eucharistic Day. God also gives them the
Beatitudes as a path to holiness, and the Sacraments as sources of grace to strengthen them. To be Nghia Siis
to know their faith, practice it daily, and give witness through their actions and choices.
