At Liên Đoàn Nguồn Sống, we prioritize creating a safe and welcoming environment for all our members at every 
event, whether at the local chapter level or the league level. To ensure the success of our gatherings, all participants 
must agree to and sign the Code of Conduct (CoC) as established by the Vietnamese Eucharistic Youth 
Movement. 

Along with adhering to the CoC, we kindly ask all participants to keep the following guidelines in mind for a fruitful 
and enjoyable event: 

DO's: 

• Have Fun: We encourage all members to actively participate in all activities and enjoy the event. 
• Supervise: Be attentive to your group members’ needs and always ensure their safety. 
• Be Flexible: Adapt to any changes or unexpected circumstances as they arise. 
• Resolve Conflicts Peacefully: Address any disagreements respectfully or bring them to the attention of the 

organizing committee if necessary. 
• Respect: Respect the youth leader responsible for the activities. Remember, we are all volunteers working 

for the success of this event. 

DO NOT's: 

• No Alcohol: This is a youth event. Alcohol consumption will result in immediate dismissal from the event 
and forfeiture of your chapter’s security deposit. 

• Inappropriate Physical Contact: Refrain from any inappropriate or unwanted physical contact with minors 
or any participants. 

• Co-ed Tents: Tents for male and female members must remain separate.  
• Violence & Poor Sportsmanship: Promoting violence or displaying poor sportsmanship is strictly 

prohibited. Fighting will result in immediate dismissal. 
• Profanity: Refrain from using offensive language, especially towards youth members. 
• Intrusion of Campgrounds: Do not enter another chapter’s designated camping area without prior 

permission. Let’s maintain mutual respect among chapters. 
• Sleeping in Your Car: For safety and insurance purposes, sleeping in cars during camp is prohibited.
